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Common notes
1. When using Word, you should keep an eye on the size of the page as well as the document fields. Also check the font size and indents. The first paragraph of the chapter should not be indented, while the other paragraphs should have indents equal to 0.5cm. It could be done in much easier way if you open an example, then open your own text with the same size and compare them.
2. When using LaTeX, in addition to previous paragraph you should also check the references to figures, equations and tables.
3. References to figures, equations and tables should be indicated fully, without any cuts. Moreover, they should be written in lowercase letters (the only one exception is the beginning of the sentence). Examples: "figure 1", "table 1", "equation (1)".
4. You should NOT place any dots after initials anywhere inside the document. 
5. Footnotes in the title should be indicated by NUMBERS, not letters.
6. In case you have only one affiliation, footnote is not required.
7. Reference to MEPhI should be given as follows:
National Research Nuclear University MEPhI (Moscow Engineering Physics Institute), Kashirskoe highway 31, Moscow, 115409, Russia

8. If indicated e-mail address does not allow to identify the owner, please specify it by using the footnote. This footnote should be represented as Asterix symbol (*) and placed after the second name of author and the affiliation footnote. The same footnote should be placed before the e-mail address without any whitespaces.
9. Captions of the figures and headers of the tables:
- if there is only one line – it should be centered;
- if there is more than one line – use width alignment;
10. Paragraph indents: the first paragraph of the chapter should not contain any indents; other paragraphs should have indents equal to 0.5 centimeters. 
11. Please keep an eye on the position and the text of the header for each chapter – check the example.
12. Russian symbols should NOT be typed ANYWHERE inside the paper. 
13. Tables should NOT have vertical separation lines.
14. If using Word, please check that boarders of the pictures are invisible (when trying to paste pictures as tables).
15. Uncertainties of the experimental points must be always indicated on figures. If they are too small to see them – say about it. If you are using linear interpolation for some points – you should first proof that such kind of interpolation is possible to use
16. If points are connected to each other by lines without any physical argumentation, you can simply say: “solid lines are guide to the eyes” or “lines connecting points are guide to the eyes only”.
Style of the references
17. The year of publication should be indicated RIGHT AFTER the list of authors.
18. If journal’s name contains a separate letter at the end, then the name of journal should have italic font, while the letter itself should have common font. Example: Phys. Rev. B.
19. If journal’s volume has a number, then the volume itself should be written with bold font, while the volume number should be written with the common font inside the brackets.       Example: Malter L 1936 Thin film emission Phys. Rev. 50(1) 48-58.
20. It is possible to indicate up to three authors of the paper. In case the paper has more than three authors – indicate only THE FIRST ONE and after that add “et al.” with italic font.
21. THE LAST author shoud be separated from the other ones by using the “and” word, not comma. 
22. If you want to create a reference to Russian literature, first indicate the title in English and then at the end add Russian transcript inside the brackets. 
Example: Ivanov V V 1990 (in Russian) Nucl. Phys. and Engineering 5(9) 824-828 (Original Russian title: Yadernaya Fizika i Enginiring).
23. Region of pages should be cut up to changing numbers. For example, if paper was published at pages 1205-1223, you should cut it to 1205-23 in your reference.
References to Russian-language literature
An example of reference, when the paper was published not only in Russian journal, but also in the English version of this own journal. Actually, in this case Russian title can be omitted.

The References numerical list format for Word

To create a numerical list with Word, select all literature references and set style as simple Numerical list.

From context menu (right mouse button in list area) select "Change list indent" or similar.

Set parameters:
Number position – 0cm

Text indent – 1.5 cm

Symbol after number – Tab

Check "Add Tab position"

Tab position – 1 cm

From context menu (right mouse button in list area) select "Numeration" –> "Define new list format".

1)In the field "Number format" type "[number]", where number – already exist in field
